Communities of Shalom and Prophetic Congregations
The Communities of Shalom Initiative at Drew Theological School is sponsoring a number of prophetic ministry and community development internships during the summer of 2009.  They are offered for 3-6 academic credits over a 4-10 week period, and come with a stipend plus reimbursement for travel and housing expenses. Practical ministry engagement, critical theological reflection, and on-line class participation are required for the general elective. For those taking the course/internship for cross-cultural or supervised ministry students, additional written assignments are required.  
Registration will be for Fall Semester 2009, with at least six class sessions prior to summer assignment and 4 sessions after returning.  The actual work assignment at selected sites will occur over a 4-10 week period during the summer (between June 1 – August 31, 2009) for either 3 or 6 academic credits.
Faculty of Record: Dr. Michael Christensen, National Director of the Shalom Initiative, is Faculty of Record for the course and will submit a written evaluation of the summer ministry assignment and a letter grade based on the academic requirements.  Ministry placements and onsite supervisors will be assigned by the National Director who maintains the right to remove an intern for any reason.
Pre-requisites:  Leadership Skills for Community Organizing (January 5-9 or May 18-22, 2009) and ShalomZone Training (Three days in May TBA)
General Requirements: 
· class sessions on theology and practice of shalom (April 1, 15, 29,--TBA)
· assigned reading and four book reports
 (see bibliography)--due June 15, July 15, Aug 15 and September 15
· weekly journaling of learnings
· one-hour weekly meeting with on-site supervisor
· five ‘twits’ a week on www.twitter.com  to stay connected to the group
· weekly  participation in online Forum discussions at www.ShalomNexus.org 

· theological reflection paper (see format)
· class debriefing sessions with Instructor (3 sessions in Fall) 
· group shalom chapel and individual PPT presentations to Drew Theological School community (Fall)
Summer Interns will be expected to work 40 hours per week in their ministry setting (dates negotiated with site supervisor), including online forum, processing with site supervisor/mentor, and reflection time with instructor during scheduled site visit during the summer.  

Book Reports:  Four book reports (each 3-4 pages) selected from bibliography should be structured and concisely written, reflecting the following 3-fold pattern:

a) summary of relevant content

b) critical academic reflection on selected content

c) personal engagement, learnings and application to readers context

Theological Reflection paper:  15 page Theological Reflection paper should be structured and concisely written, reflecting the following 4-fold pattern: a) adequate description of ministry context, including geography, demographics, history, social issues, stories, community energy, compelling images, etc; b) ministry profile including organizational identity, narrative of concern, vision, values, mission, history, program, staffing, structure, and stories; c) theological reflection on context and ministry assignment employing traditional theological categories (5 C’s), the Wesleyan Quadrilateral, or Postmodern Narrative Methodology (to be discussed in class).  Paper also to include academic, community and personal engagement, summary of one’s ‘nectar of learnings’ and practical applications for future ministry. 

Additional Requirement for Cross Cultural and Supervised Ministry: Master of Divinity students may apply for either the cross cultural (at least 4 weeks) or supervised ministry (10 weeks) in some placements. Students who wish to receive credit for their cross cultural experience must petition the Cross Cultural committee on the form provided in the Dean’s Office.  Students who wish to use the internship to fulfill their supervised ministry requirement must contact the Office of Supervised Ministry for permission and any additional assignments. Those approved to take internship for cross-cultural credit will be assigned an additional book report, processing meeting with resource person in their setting, and another ‘layer’ of cross-cultural reflection in their Theological Reflection paper.
