Summer/Fall 2012 

The Communities of Shalom Initiative at Drew Theological School will sponsor up to 6 prophetic ministry and Communities of Shalom internship assignments during the summer.  They are offered for 3 academic credits over a 6-week assignment and come with a $3,000 stipend plus reimbursement for travel expense to and from your site.  Supervised ministry and cross-cultural credit may be available in some instances by separate application to and approval of appropriate office or committee at Drew. 
Available Sites: prophetic congregations of social justice, community-based non-profit organizations, and registered communities of shalom in the USA and international settings.  (Previous years’ assignments included: Newark, Camden, Scranton, Richmond, Memphis, Nashville, Los Angeles, Oakland, Dallas, Pharr, Buffalo, Macon, Spokane, Haiti, Malawi, and the Rosebud reservation.)
Pre-requisites:  Leadership for Community Organizing (offered at Drew in January).  An Internship Application and Interview with the National Director and Coordinator of Training and Internships are required.  Selective process and limited enrollment.

Requirements: Completion of ShalomZoneTraining® and positive evaluation of community ministry and service.  A letter grade will be assigned based on multiple factors, including: quality of critical thinking and theological reflection, book reports, case studies, weekly online discussion and final project/paper. For supervised ministry students, a ten-week internship and additional assignments are required.  For cross-cultural credit, prior committee approval is required. Ministry placements and onsite supervisors will be assigned by the National Director who maintains the right to remove an intern for any reason.
Registration will be for Fall Semester, but actual internships at selected sites will occur over a 6-10 week period during the summer (June 1 – August 15.)
